
A Word from the Founder
The experience of fi fty fi ve years on the 
mission fi eld, with ministries ranging from a 
pioneer boat ministry on the Amazon river 
to church planting and publishing in Brazil’s 
modern centers, has caused us to become 
increasingly aware that the greatest need of 
the Brazilian church is national leadership 
solidly grounded in the often neglected 

biblical truths that spawned the Reformation. 
While numerically the church has grown during this half 
century, much of it is due to the application of church 
growth methods which have not produced a regenerate 
membership.

The opportunity is before us to provide spiritual training 
for these soldiers who are mostly without the guidance of 
sound teaching. Through providing theological books and 
hosting conferences, we can show our loving concern for 
our brothers who are in need of spiritual help.

After reading our publications that had been sent to him, 
a Brazilian pastor wrote: “I have seen in their message a 
possibility for change in the evangelical churches of Brazil 
and even in our society.” It is this hope that encourages 
us to press on even in the face of adversity. There are still 
victories to be won!
